1) Joshua 1:8, 2 Peter 1:4, Matthew 4:4 It's one thing to read the Bible, but it's another thing to 

live the Bible. 

 

2) Matthew 16:13-18 People want to know how their New Testament church is to operate and 

function. The pattern is in the New Testament. But far too many churches and denominations 

reject what is revealed in scripture and, in essence, rewrite scripture to create their own 

pattern. 

 

3) Ephesians 4:7-8 Titles do not make you who you are. You are what God has called you to be. 

People seek for titles, ordination, and recognition instead of seeking maturation into the 

calling of God.
